Moss


Moss is usually green and grows low to the ground. Look near tree trunks or rocks.

Mushrooms are a type of fungus. Sometimes mushrooms grow on the ground and are often
found bunched together. Mushrooms can also grow on trees and look a little bit like big, flat
shells attached to trees.

Lichen


Lichen is actually two organisms living together in a beneficial relationship (mutualism). Lichen
is made of fungus and algae. We usually think of algae living in water, like fish tanks, but living
with fungus helps algae to stay wet. Algae make food through photosynthesis and give some of
this food to the fungus. 


Lichen often looks white, gray, and/or green. It tends to grow on trees and rocks. It is often in a
round shape with uneven edges.
